1. This application form.

2. A copy or photocopy of an official transcript from each college or university you have attended, including one for any work taken at the University of Minnesota.  (The official transcript is submitted to the Graduate School Admissions Office).

3. Three letters of recommendation sealed in separate envelopes (each recommender must sign across the seal of the envelope).  These letters may also be submitted separately by the recommenders or may be submitted online through the Graduate School application form.
4. A copy or photocopy of your recent (within the past 5 years) Graduate Record Examination Scores.  These scores should also be entered on the online application form.

5. A copy or photocopy of scores for any other standardized tests you have already taken (such as the Miller Analogies Test).  These scores should also be entered on the online application form.

6. If you are an international student, a copy or photocopy of your TOEFL scores.  This score should also be entered on the online application form.

The following items should be uploaded directly to the online application form:
7. A statement of your goals and purposes for studying in this department, including an explanation of any unusual circumstances (maximum 500 words).

8. If you wish to be considered for the Diversity of Views and Experiences Fellowship (DOVE), provide a narrative statement on how your background, experiences, and achievements will contribute to the university’s goal of promoting excellence through diversity.

9. A sample of your written work.  Ideally, this would be a paper of at least 8 pages which demonstrates your ability to work with both secondary and primary sources in your field of study.
